With Boyd and her all-around game, of shooting, ball-handling, spin moves
and finishes with either hand, aggressive defense and everything you want in
a young player, Berkeley is back in a very prominent role in the D1 Northern
California scene.

‘I'm really happy to be a part of this team,” Boyd told CalHiSports.com after
the game. "I had to stay focused on my game and realize nobody can keep
me down.”

"This should never have happened. She missed 20 games,” said Berkeley
Coach Gene Nakamura, who in the 20-plus years we've known him, only
sounded angrier when he felt the refs blew a critical call in the end of one
state title game, and when the CIF refused to name his team state champion
when Narbonne was "vacated” from the title in 1998 due to residency issues.

Be as it may, Boyd is now on the roster, and Nak, who came back to coach
due to last year's coach Cheryl Draper needing a leave for personal reasons,
has a team that can compete again at a state level.

New Mexico State-bound Camilla Rosen confirmed on Jan. 30 she will not

return this season from a knee injury and Airika Warren is not on the team,
but Fresno State-bound Dominique Williams-McNac is looking better each

game after returning from a knee injury.

Boyd's presence will also help the other super-sophomore in the lineup, 6-foot

Chariese Culberson, by reducing her load offensively.
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
